A spokesman for Xiamen Container Terminal Group, owner of theHairun terminal,
said that Xiamen ports are expected to contribute not only to the city's economic
development, but to its green development by saving energy and reducing emissions.
To date, a total of 136 gantry cranes at the terminals owned by the Xiamen group
have been driven by electricity, which can reduce the carbon dioxide emissions by
nearly 29,000 tons and save more than 38 million yuan ($5.5 million) each year.
The group's other six terminals have established 49 intelligent lock entrances, which
are capable of reducing the fuel costs generated by waiting for trailers by 34 million
yuan each year.

The APSN, founded in November 2008, is dedicated to promoting ports
development and cooperation in the Asian-Pacific region.

To meet the country's booming e-
commerce demand, Chinese
courier companies are ramping up \

efforts to develop their global l/

YTO ExpressGroup Co is joining
hands with Cainiao Network,
Alibaba Group Holding Ltd's
logistics arm, and China National
Aviation Corp to build a new
logistics center at the Hong Kong
International Airport.

The center will cover an estimated gross floor area of 380,000 square meters. Itis
expected to handle tens of millions of crossborder e-commerce parcels a year upon
opening in 2023.

Last year, Shanghabased YTO Express acquired a 61.75 percent stake in Hong Keng
listed On Time Logistics Holdings Ltd, which handles air freight forwarding business

in Asia, Europe and North America.

YTO Express' international network now covers four continents, serving 50 countries
and regions. It has more than 60 directly operated international delivery facilities and
over 1,000 overseas agents.

According to the State Post Bureau of China, the number of overseas express deliverie
which include packages to Hong Kong, Macao and Taiwan, reached 830 million in 201°
up almost 34 percent yearon-year, higher than the growth rate of the overall express
delivery industry.

Another Chinese delivery giant SF Holding Co Ltd is also accelerating its global
expansion. It has announced a joint venture with logistics giant UPS to provide
international delivery services from China to the United States, and eventually to global
markets.

"China is leading the world in terms of ecommerce market size, growth, penetration
and mobile business usage," said Alan Wong, SF Group's vigeesident.

"We will step up efforts to export our supply chain services to the global market over the
next 10 years," said LiQiangdong, chairman and CEO of JD, in an internal letter.
"Chinese delivery companies' international push is still at an early stage. There are
more opportunities to be tapped and the industry will become more regulated in the
future,” said Yun Mian, vice-chairman of the China Society of Logistics.

Liu Dacheng deputy director of the Internet Industry Research Institute of Tsinghua
University, said leading Chinese courier companies already have a global vision, but
they still face many challenges, as transportation and labor costs are relatively high in
overseas markets.
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Goodwill bears fruit with
tangerine delivery

SEOUL- The Republic of Korea has airlifted thousands of boxes of tangerines to the
Democratic People's Republic of Korea in return for a large shipment of pine
mushrooms from Pyongyang in September, officials said on Monday.

ROK military planes flew to Pyongyang, the DPRK's capital, on Sunday and Monday
to deliver the fruit from the southern island of Jejy according to Seoul's Defense
Ministry.

The airlifts are another sign that ROK President Moon Jaen is moving ahead with
efforts to improve ties with the DPRK.

After September's inter-Korean summit in Pyongyang, the DPRK gave the ROK 2 tons
of pine mushrooms as a goodwill gesture. Pine mushrooms are large white fungi that
are considered a healthy delicacy in Asian countries. They are one of the DPRK's most
prized regional products, and the country shipped them to the ROK in 2000 and 2007
after previous summit talks.

After that, DPRK's top leader Kim Jongun also gave Moon a gift of two dogs, both
white Pungsans

On Monday, Moon tweeted that one of the dogs, namedGomi, gave birth to six

healthy puppies last Friday.

"Six dogs were added to a gift of two dogs.

| hope that South-North ties will be like
this," Moon said.

The tangerine delivery is a sign that the
two neighbors are pushing ahead with
efforts to improve ties despite a stalemate
in global diplomacy over Pyongyang's
nuclear program.

After a provocative run of nuclear and missile tests last year, the DPRK entered
talks with the US and the ROK this year saying it's willing to deal away its
advancing weapons arsenal. It has since taken measures like dismantling its
nuclear testing site and parts of its rocketengine testing facility, but US
officials want the country to take more significant and irreversible steps toward
denuclearization.

President Moon of the ROK was behind USDPRK diplomacy and has met Kim
three times this year.

The ROK Unification Ministry said on Monday that it has approved a visit by
seven DPRK citizens to attend an academic forum in the ROK later this week.
The event will center around regional issues, including Japan's wartime
mobilization of laborers in the Asia-Pacific region.
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
